When is it? July 13 through July 21, 2013

Mule Mania is a 9-Day Event held each year the third week
of July. In 2013 it will begin with Equine Professional Workshops
the first weekend, trail rides mid-week continuing up to our Main
Event the Mule and Donkey Competition Thursday through Sun-
day. Mule riders from all over the country will come to show off
their mules and compete in Performance Classes, Barrel Racing,
Fun Game, Driving and Dressage Competition or just enjoy being
around mule folks.

Where is Dayton, Washington?
